ASPIRE student claims third at Junior Open Golf Championship 
ASPIRE Athletes competing in IAAF World Junior Championships 

 
Wednesday 21 July 2010, Doha, Qatar: 
 
ASPIRE Academy for Sports Excellence student-athletes have continued to shine on the 
world stage with some excellent results while others are competing in signifcant major 
events. 
 
Current student Ali Abdulla Al-Bishi finished third in the silver category of the Junior 
Open Golf Championships in Scotland.  The prestigious event attracted over 128 juniors 
from 77 countries  
 
Al-Bishi has a golf handicap of 6 and scored 77 and 80 over his two rounds. 
 
“ASPIRE is very proud of Ali’s achievements in finishing third at such a significant 
event,” said Mr. Wayde Clews, ASPIRE Director of Sport.

ASPIRE athletes are also competing at the 2010 IAAF World Junior Championships in 
Moncton, Canada. 
 
Saif Sabbah (110m hurdles), Mohammed Al Mannai (decathlon), Mohammed Gani 
(1500m), Khaled Saeed Al-Saiari (high jump) and Mutaz Barshim (high jump) will all 
compete. 
 
Gani has started well qualifying for the finals of the 1500m while Mohammed Al Mannai 
was injured in the decathlon and will not finish. 
 
The high jump qualification round takes place tomorrow with both Barshim and Al-
Saiari hopeful of performing well. 
 
“My goal this year has always been the world junior championships and I would like to 
make it my first major title,” said Barshim.
